LWV/LAC Conducts Legislative Interviews with County Supervisors

During the months of May and June, LWV/LAC Board members, along with
representatives of Local Leagues throughout the County, visited all five of the Los
Angeles County Supervisors at their downtown offices.

Prior to the interviews, Board members formulated six questions in areas of
particular concern:

Homelessness (desirability of the Hope Gardens site);

Transportation (necessity of increasing ridership);

CGovernment (implications of the shift from CAO to CEO);

Communications (development of a county government cable channel);

Mental health (use of Prop 63 funds for new projects and facilities); and
Natural resources (environmental impact of new development).

attention to League issues, though not all six questions were covered i n all of the
interviews.

CDE Provides Help on Highly Qualified Teachers, Guidance on Partial Credit Transfers

Highly Qualified Teacher Requirement Deadline Extended

As nonpublic schools scramble to have all teachers certified Highly Qualified as required under No Child Left
Behind, the California Department of Education has extended the June 2007 deadline on an interim basis while it
investigates how a more formal extension may be obtained.

A June 15 memo from Special Education Services Administrator Jim Belotti to nonpublic schools that currently
hold a conditional certification based on the credential status of their teachers states:

Your nonpublic school has a conditional certification that expires June 30, 2007. This date coincides with the
requirement that all teachers meet minimum federal and state requirements consistent with the No Child Left
Behind Act, the 2004 Re-authorization of the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act, and Education Code
Section 56366.1(n)(1).

The California Department of Education is investigating the ability to extend the time for nonpublic schools to
meet teacher requirements and the conditions under which this can occur. Until such time as we provide you
with more definitive information in this regard, your nonpublic school will retain its existing certification status.

The memo does not change the requirement; however, it does provide additional time for the Department to
address the issue of the critical shortage of Highly Qualified Special Education teachers in California. Nonpublic
schools are advised to not assume that the requirement will be dismissed, but rather to continue efforts to move
teachers through their training programs as quickly as possible.

Assigning Partial Credit Hours for Students Who Transfer During the School Year

Part of AB 490 (Steinberg) was intended to assure that foster youth not be disadvantaged by having to change
schools midyear as a result of change in foster care placement. According to a June 6 letter to county and
disctrict superintende nt s from Cal i fornia State Superintendent

California Education Code Section 48645 requires each public school district superintendent and county office
of education to accept for credit, full or partial coursework satisfactorily completed by a pupil while attending
another public school, or non public, non-sectarian school or agency.

The 2007 California County Data Book has been published by Children Now

This data book, released by Children Now, covers multiple aspects of c hi | dr e-bethg acrass lall of
California's 58 counties. Some of the data include: demographics of families (households with children, language
spoken at home, citizenship status), health (health status by ethnicity and age, health coverage) and education
(enrollment in preschool, student achievement, exit exam pass rate by race/ethnicity, language fluency) and
more. Selected findings are listed below:

More than a quarter of the children in California live in LA County.

40% of LA County 10th grade students meet UC/CSU entrance requirements.

93% of LA County children have some form of health insurance.

91% of LA County White 10th grade students passed the California High School English Exam, compared
to 66% of Latinos, 88% of Asians, and 64% of African-Americans.

Fair market rent in LA County is $1,269 compared to the state-wide rate of $905.

LA County Children who are in households 3 times the poverty level attend preschool or nursery school at
twice the rate as children from households below the poverty level.
