We heard from companies and individuals interested and related to transportation and the ports of Long Beach 
and Los Angeles.  Amazingly, there was a great deal of talk and interest in greening every aspect of the transportation 
industry because everyone is learning that though they imagined that greening transportation might cost more to 
implement, it has not.  Instead, like “green building,” the greening of the transportation industry is becoming the 
watchword for the health of workers and the companies and governments that they work for along with a continuing 
growth in profits.   
 

The RAND Corporation – Many of the LWV-LAC Local League Presidents took part in an in an all day workshop related to 

the Rand’s assumption process regarding international terrorism sponsored by Rand and the LWVUS in July.  We heard a 
provocative overview from Brian Michael Jenkins, Rand terrorism expert. We were challenged to look at various assumptive 
scenarios (a Rand study method) that included the current U.S. National Strategy regarding counter-terrorism.  Xandra 
Kayden, LWVUS Director as well as a UCLA senior fellow and political scientist, challenged the audience to talk and think 
about terrorism objectively.  She said that funding is being sought by the LWVUS so that in the future Local Leagues can 
train our members throughout the U.S. to replicate the Rand program.

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PREPARING FOR A NEW COUNTY LEAGUE STUDY

Puzzled?  Curious?  They say that curiosity killed the cat, but curiosity only whets 
League members’ appetites for information which we League of Women Voters 

members obtain through the study, discussion and consensus process.  Now is the time for members 
to start thinking about a new study about Los Angeles County.  What are you curious about? What 
about your League’s members?  Where would you like to see the County League more active? And, 
where is more education needed? Each local League needs to plan and prepare a program during 2007 
for their members to determine their preferences.  This is because in March, 2008 at the LWV/LAC 
Convention, members will be choosing a new study as well as areas for action for the 2008-2110 
period.   
 

We are now in the second year (2006-2008) of no new study with emphasis for action on our Social 
Policy and Government positions.  Recently we updated our Land Use study which culminated in an 
amended position on the unincorporated areas of Los Angeles County.  Prior to that, we studied the 
roles of the Board of Supervisors and CEO.  Members decided on a change from our former position so 
that now we favor an appointed CEO with Charter status.  We are pleased to see that the Supervisors 
have done just that.  Transportation was another recent study which resulted in an expanded position. 
 

Some topics have already been suggested for the 2008-2110 period.  The following list was derived 
from the 2007 LWV/LAC Convention in March and from the July Summer League Day (Popovers) 
workshop: 
 

1.  Problems of the Elderly (Aging) 
2. Prison System (In L.A. County, that translates to the County Jail System.  Suggestions were 
made that the study should include a look at public/private jails and overcrowding). 
3. L.A. County Commissions and Committees (We have some positions, but no action has been 
taken for years, if ever, and members are not aware of the County League’s involvement or past 
study). 
4. Election Procedures (Update). 
5. Break-up of Los Angeles County (There are rumors of proposed changes which may bring this 
subject to the forefront). 
6. ________________________(Your League adds) 
7. ________________________(Your League adds) 
8. Or, NO NEW STUDY. 
 

Please send any additional suggestions by September 30th to Lola Ungar, LWV/LAC 
President, so that all local Leagues and all members can discuss these subjects 

at their program planning meetings before the end of the year.  Remember that 
County League program is comprised of public policy issues chosen for study, 
education and action by members.  At the county level, the subject must pertain 
to issues within the County of Los Angeles.  Whatever your members are curious 
about, we want to reflect their thinking. –K.D.

A New Sustainability Guidebook 
 

 We are all being encouraged to “act locally” as we attempt to make our lifestyles more 
sustainable and reduce our effects on the environment. In an effort to promote such sustainable 
thinking and action, The League of Women Voters of the Claremont Area has issued a “Sustainability 
Guidebook for Claremont Residents.” The development of the guidebook was spearheaded by Katie 
Gerecke and Sally Seven of the Claremont League. It was written by a number of local people, and 
covers topics such as air quality, energy, water, trees, landscaping, renovation and green buildings. 
The guidebook also introduces the reader to the notion of an “ecological footprint” and discusses 
renovation of buildings and sustainability. 
 
 The focus of the guidebook is on providing information for people interested in being more 
sustainable in their life styles and consumption patterns. While the guidebook was written for people in 
Claremont, the ideas and resources discussed will be of use to people throughout L. A. County. You 
can learn more about the guidebook by contacting Katie Gerecke of the Claremont Area League at 
katieg@surfside.net.

ÉLECTIONS À LA FRANÇAISE by Sally Rivera, LWVC Whittier 
International focus was aimed at France during the recent French national elections.  The presidential elections were held 
on April 22 and May 6, followed by the legislative elections on June 10 and 17.  A second round is always held if no 
candidate wins a simple majority in the first round.  Visiting France during both cycles, I was able to witness the transition  
process from close range.  Although most of my electoral exposure, including visitation of numerous polling stations, was in 
Paris, I also observed at a rural polling site in southeastern France for the first round of the legislative elections.  As a 
League member, frequent Los Angeles County poll worker and all-my-life adherent of civic engagement, I was almost  
automatically analyzing the similarities and contrasts of the election process. 
 
A striking contrast of the always-on-Sunday elections was the simplicity of the ballot:  voters were asked to vote for only 
one office.  The April 22 election asked voters to choose one of 12 candidates for president.  With a stunning turnout of 
83.77 percent and no candidate winning a simple majority, the field was whittled to two candidates for the May 6 runoff:  
Nicolas Sarkozy of the center-right Union pour un mouvement populaire (UMP) and Ségolène Royal of the Parti socialiste 
(PS).  Royal was the first-ever woman to compete in the French presidential runoff.  The runoff was marked by an even 
greater turnout:  37,342,004 voters, representing 83.97 percent of those registered.  Again the only item to be voted on 
was the choosing of the president.  With 53.06 percent of the vote, Nicolas Sarkozy became the sixth president of the Fifth 
Republic.  His inaugural was on May 16. 
 
In addition to finding out about a multitude of elements that propelled the French elections process during my visit, I 
answered questions about American elections and showed my November 7, 2006 General Election sample ballot to many 
people.  The French were uniformly struck by the ballot length (nine pages) and its complexity.  They wondered how  far in 
advance of the election did the voter receive the ballot, how the voter obtained information to be an informed voter, the 
amount of time that would be required to study the ballot, how many voters would even want to study the ballot, and the 
length of time spent in the voting booth to complete the ballot.  Almost everyone was bothered by our voting for or against 
judges.  League has long agonized about low voter turnout and the difficulties of becoming an informed voter.  How many 
voters do not vote because they do not understand the issues presented to them?  At what point does the complexity of 
the ballot undermine the democratic process?  These are fundamental questions for the American electorate.  These are 
League issues.
